UKRAINE

The situation in Eastern Ukraine and especially the encircled town of Slavyansk has deliberately
been unreported or misreported in the Western media, as the Western-backed forces of the Kiev
regime are encircling Slavyansk and shelling the town around the clock. Water and electricity
are now cut off, food is scarce and very expensive, schools and the hospital [see photo below]
have all been hit, and the UN admits there have been nearly 300 civilians killed... a figure the
Russian side is far too low. Many civilians have taken weapons into their own hands. And the
white phosphorous bombardment has left people with sore throats as a minimum' you can see
a picture of it coming down below. The only people allowed out through the so called
humanitarian corridor are women and children who have Ukrainian documents. The following
pictures make the situation clear.

The ecclesia there is comprised of a grandmother, her daughter, her son-in-law [all baptized]
and the young child of the daughter and son-in-law. The problem could not have been worse- he
has Ukrainian documents, but as a military age male wasn't allowed through the checkpoints;
and the others all have Russian documents. Petrol is running out in the town, and the only way
out is to pay drivers large money to risk their lives and vehicles crossing through back lanes late
at night. Here's one of the checkpoints, with Passports being checked:

This week we are relieved to report that our brother got out, and is now in a safe area of Ukraine;
and the sisters and child got out and are now safely over the Russian border. Please do pray for
this family. We really appreciate your prayers and support at this awful time. Please do continue
them, as there are so many ongoing needs, not just for them but for so many others in the area.
