FEEDING SCHEME

After some reflection upon how we can best meet the needs of the large number of
impoverished elderly brethren and sisters in the Riga, Latvia area, we have decided that the
best thing we can do is to provide regular hot meals for them each day during the Winter period
at least. We would like to recruit teams of volunteers who would come over to Latvia for periods
of between 7 and 14 days during January and February 2013, God willing [the coldest months].
We would hope to have the teams overlapping with each other so that we can run the scheme
for two whole months. Br Mike & Sis Vanessa Boler and Sis Rachel Harrington from the
Folkestone, UK ecclesia had a great and very useful time doing this for 10 days earlier this year,
feeding about 80 each day, and Vanessa is happy to co-ordinate this work and to practically
explain what they did in terms of the cooking, and to allay any doubts, fears or questions you
may have.
